(7) The writing test will be an essay. Answers should be collected by each organisation and submitted to the ANKF by the
application deadline. Answers should be written in English or Japanese.

(8) Shinsa results will be informed via the president of each organisation at a later date. All participants are therefore
requested to leave the venue quickly when they are finished with their examination.
