1) In every category, each archer will shoot two arrows. As a general rule, there will be five archers per Shajo.
2) The Dan holders, Renshi and Kyoshi categories will proceed according to the "Shooting Procedure in Kyogi".
3) The Hanshi category will proceed according to the "Shooting Procedure in Shinsa ™.
1) Participants in the Dan holders, Renshi and Kydshi categories who have scored Kaichi in the Embu will continue
to the Kyagi .
2) Every category will proceed according to the "Shooting Procedure in Kyogi "
3) The first place will be decided by Izume Kyasha . 24cm diameter Hoshi-Mato will be used after the
3rd round. Tied competitors who missed the Mato during Izume Kyosha will proceed to Enkin Kyosha on
36 cm diameter Kasumi-Mato to determine the ranking.
1) The best performer in the Hanshi category will be selected by a jury and will be given a certificate and a medal.
2) The Top 5 in the Dan holders, Renshi and Kyoshi categories will begiven certificates and medals.
3) The awards for Renshi and Hanshi categories will be held after the first day's competition.
1) The Renshi, Kyoshi and Hanshi categories are reserved for ANKF certified Shogo holders.
2) The Dan holders category is reserved for ANKF certified Yondan holders and higher, excluding Shogo holders.
3) This Taikai is also open to the Taikai and Kyogi Officials.

implementation guidelines of this Taikai.

1) Process: Participants should print out the application form on the ANKF/IKYF website or fill in the application

form inserted in the January 2020 issue of the monthly "Kyudo™ magazine, and send it together with the
participation fee to their affiliated local Kyudo federation in Japan.

Japanese Local Kyudo Federations should check the eligibility of the applicants, send the application
forms to the address below before the deadline and transfer the participation fees to the ANKF
designated bank account before the deadline.

Members of foreign Kyudo organisations should apply to the ANKF via their affiliated organisation.
Applicants should pay attention to the deadline given by their affiliated organisation.

Application forms should not be sent individually to the ANKF, but should be collected by the
applicant's affiliated organisation.

Application forms should be filled out with the necessary information written clearly in block letters
with a black ball-point pen or a black fountain pen. The use of pencil or felt-tip pen is forbidden.

. Accommodation: Accomodation should be arranged by the participants.

1) Participants are requested to use public transportation to come to the competition hall.

2) All competitors should register individually. Registration made by a representative will not be accepted.

3) For Embu and Kyaogi, participants should wear either Kyidaogi (white Tsutsusode , Hakama, white Tabi )

or Wafuku , and should wear the number tag given at registration.

4) As a general rule, all competitors should attend the opening ceremony.

5) Competitors who are missing in the 3rd Hikae will be deemed to have withdrawn.

4) The sponsors have nothing to do with photographs taken by news organisations or professional photographers

with their publication. Permissions and compliances with related laws are the responsibility of the photographers.
