+ The 'Shinsa number' box and the 'mark’ box should be left blank.
Essay Subjects: Renshi 1. Write about the resistance power of the bow.
2. Explain the main objectives of Kyudo training.
Rokudan 1. Explain the fundamentals of shooting principle and shooting skill.
2. Explain the expression sha soku jinsei. ("Shooting is Life.")
